ZOO FIELDTRIP

You must turn in a minimum of 24 GOOD PHOTOS (a mixture of Peoria Architecture, zoo animals, flowers, and street photography)
ZOO PICTURES
1. BACKGROUNDS
a. Use SHALLOW DOF (Aperture priority at f/5.6 or lower)

b. Use INTERESTING ANGLES
c. GET IN CLOSE (crop out bad backgrounds)
2. GLASS

a. See if a reflection works

b. Put your camera against the glass, MANUAL setting (Manual Focus)
3. FENCES

a. Use SHALLOW DOF (you might have to use MANUAL focus)
4. ACTION SHOTS

a. Use SHUTTER PRIORITY 

i. fast shutter speed, 1/500

ii. slow shutter speed, ½ (esp with animals moving around)

iii. set camera on something and put your camera on 2 seconds (have to be indoors)
FLOWER PICTURES
1. APERTURE PRIORTY (f/4)

2. RADIAL BALANCE

a. Make sure the flower is centered

3. RULE OF THIRDS

4. ABSTRACT 

a. Get in close

b. Move the camera as your taking the photo

c. Put the camera on MANUAL focus and move the focus as your taking the picture

5. PATTERN/REPETITION

a. What is repeating, where is variety?
Street Photography
Capturing the beauty in the mundane.  Take candid shots. Tell stories.

CAMERA:

· Shoot on Aperture Priority – use a shallow DOF when photographing people up close.

· Put camera on Auto Focus

How to capture people:

· Ask permission and say thank you.  Compliment them (i.e. what a nice scarf you’re wearing). 

· Pretend like you are photographing something else.

· Shoot from the hip

· Get close and fill the frame. 

· Avoid homeless people, unless it’s an amazing shot.

Composition:
· Find good lighting!  Side or front lighting is best on faces. Look for patterns on the sidewalk etc. 

· Experiment with vantage point – bird and worm’s eye view

· Rule of Thirds

· Fill the Frame
5 Key Themes to Street Photography:

·   Juxtaposition – arranging 2 contrasting or different elements together in the frame.

·   Interaction – People interacting with each other, the environment, concepts, or ideas.

·   Emotion – A candid look.  A snippet of life.  Capture a sense of emotion and feeling. 

·   Surrealism – Extraordinary people or places. Minimalism, maximalism, light and shadows, lines,    



symbols. 

·   Decisive Moment – the “creative fraction of a second” that makes an image memorable.

Stay within the constrains of the zoo & gardens – 
you may not go off on your own. 

Keep track of all meeting times and places.  

Use common sense. Be careful when crossing the street.  Always pay attention to crosswalk signs.
